Q& A: Pastor Church Relations Forum - sy Caroryny McCrennon

'The purpose of the Pastor Church Relations Forum is “to provide a link between the ministerial staff, especially the pastor,
and members of the congregation” (MBC Paths of Ministry). The Forum continues in its endeavor to respond to concerns
of the congregation in the monthly Messenger Q & A. We appreciate your feedback and encourage you to communicate
with any forum member with your questions or concerns.

Q: How were the days and times for the Worship Experiment services decided?

Answer: The Worship Experiment process was an “experiment” in every way - from the worship styles, to the times and
days. The premise for the Experiment came from congregational responses to “Let’s Have a Conversation” forums held

by the Deacons last summer. There was a widespread interest in programming and broadening educational and worship
initiatives. Days and times were chosen to try to accommodate as many people as possible - realizing that as a congregation
of 200, it would be near impossible to get every person to every service. The first “Contemporary” Experiment was on a
Saturday night, the second “Taize” Experiment was a Friday night, and the third “Multicultural” Experiment was a Sunday
evening. While the majority of responses to the Deacons asked for Sunday night programming, the experiment showed that
the best attendance numbers-wise was on both Saturday and Sunday evenings.

Three listening sessions have been scheduled to provide specific feedback about the “Experiments”. Please check the
calendar listed in this Messenger and plan to drop in to a listening session with the staff — or schedule another appointment
to lend your thoughts on the “Experiment.” Thanks to all who participated in one, two, or even all three “Experiments!"
